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Helping Hands Scholarship Program Description 
HandsOn Northwest North Carolina values the role education plays in increasing the capacity of nonprofit organizations in our region.  As an incentive to participate in training and local networking, HandsOn Northwest North Carolina is pleased to offer the Helping Hands Scholarship Program.  This program offers partial scholarships to nonprofit staff and board members in Forsyth, Davidson, Davie, Surry and Yadkin Counties who are interested in developing competency in areas critical to the daily operation of their organization.  If you or your nonprofit can afford to pay the entire fee for a class, please do so and allow other nonprofits the opportunity to benefit from this scholarship.
Program Information.  Partial scholarships are available to attend classes offered through Duke University’s Nonprofit Management Program.  Scholarships are limited and will be awarded on a first-come, first-served basis. A complete listing of courses and the locations at which they are offered can be found through a link on this website (click on “Courses and Curriculum” on the bar at the top of the page).  All scholarships are subject to class space availability.  Applicants who are awarded a scholarship and then cancel are responsible for paying any cancelation fees due to Duke University.  
Nonprofit Management Certificate Program.  This program offers a variety of courses critical for the daily operation and success of nonprofit organizations, including grant writing, human resource management, budgeting and program evaluation.  Although not a requirement for the scholarship, individuals who complete fifty hours of coursework earn a Certificate in Nonprofit Management. Twelve partial scholarships will be awarded for each semester (fall 2009, spring and summer, 2010) to the first twelve scholarship applicants who meet the eligibility requirements below.  Scholarships will cover half of the tuition of one class offered at any of the sites identified for training.  In the triad, Duke offers classes in Greensboro, High Point and Elon.  Limit one scholarship per person each year.  
Nonprofit Management Intensive Track Program. This program addresses eight critical areas of nonprofit management (completing a strategic business plan, leadership, grant writing, program evaluation, basic accounting and budgeting, fund development, executive director/board relations, marketing) and allows participants to complete the requirement for the Certificate in Nonprofit Management in eight days.  Two partial scholarships in the amount of $1,100 will be awarded each semester (fall 2009, spring and summer, 2010) to the first two scholarship applicants who meet the eligibility requirements below.  The Nonprofit Management Intensive Track Program is only offered in Durham, NC at The Hilton Durham.  A special room rate is available at the hotel for program participants.  Scholarship recipients will be responsible for making their own lodging reservations. 
Eligibility.  Applicants must be current staff or board members of nonprofits within Forsyth, Davidson, Davie, Surry or Yadkin Counties.  

Scholarship Payment.  All scholarships will be paid directly to the nonprofit after the course/program has been completed.  These funds can then be used to reimburse the scholarship recipient if he/she paid for the course.
